Scriptures for Q&A ques�on on the remnant  
 
 
 
Deuteronomy 30:1-10 
1 "So it shall be when all of these things have come upon you, the blessing and the curse which I 
have set before you, and you call them to mind in all na�ons where the Lord your God has 
banished you, 2 and you return to the Lord your God and obey Him with all your heart and soul 
according to all that I command you today, you and your sons, 3 then the Lord your God will 
restore you from cap�vity, and have compassion on you, and will gather you again from all the 
peoples where the Lord your God has scatered you. 
 
 4 "If your outcasts are at the ends of the earth, from there the Lord your God will gather you, 
and from there He will bring you back.  
5 "The Lord your God will bring you into the land which your fathers possessed, and you shall 
possess it; and He will prosper you and mul�ply you more than your fathers.  
 
6 "Moreover the Lord your God will circumcise your heart and the heart of your descendants, to 
love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul, so that you may live. 7 "The 
Lord your God will inflict all these curses on your enemies and on those who hate you, who 
persecuted you. 8 "And you shall again obey the Lord, and observe all His commandments 
which I command you today. 9 "Then the Lord your God will prosper you abundantly in all the 
work of your hand, in the offspring of your body and in the offspring of your catle and in the 
produce of your ground, for the Lord will again rejoice over you for good, just as He rejoiced 
over your fathers; 10 if you obey the Lord your God to keep His commandments and His statutes 
which are writen in this book of the law, if you turn to the Lord your God with all your heart 
and soul.

Rom 9:6-8 
6 But it is not as though the word of God has failed. For they are not all Israel who are 
descended from Israel; 7 nor are they all children because they are Abraham's descendants, 
but: "THROUGH ISAAC YOUR DESCENDANTS WILL BE NAMED." 8 That is, it is not the children of 
the flesh who are children of God, but the children of the promise are regarded as descendants.

Rom 9:27 
27 Isaiah cries out concerning Israel, "THOUGH THE NUMBER OF THE SONS OF ISRAEL BE LIKE 
THE SAND OF THE SEA, IT IS THE REMNANT THAT WILL BE SAVED;

Isa 10:20-22 
 
20 Now in that day the remnant of Israel, and those of the house of Jacob who have escaped, 
will never again rely on the one who struck them, but will truly rely on the Lord, the Holy One of 
Israel.  
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21 A remnant will return, the remnant of Jacob, to the mighty God.  
22 For though your people, O Israel, may be like the sand of the sea, 
Only a remnant within them will return; 
A destruc�on is determined, overflowing with righteousness.

Ezek 20:33-38 
33 "As I live," declares the Lord God, "surely with a mighty hand and with an outstretched arm 
and with wrath poured out, I shall be king over you. 34 "I will bring you out from the peoples 
and gather you from the lands where you are scatered, with a mighty hand and with an 
outstretched arm and with wrath poured out; 35 and I will bring you into the wilderness of the 
peoples, and there I will enter into judgment with you face to face. 36 "As I entered into 
judgment with your fathers in the wilderness of the land of Egypt, so I will enter into judgment 
with you," declares the Lord God. 37 "I will make you pass under the rod, and I will bring you 
into the bond of the covenant; 38 and I will purge from you the rebels and those who transgress 
against Me; I will bring them out of the land where they sojourn, but they will not enter the 
land of Israel. Thus you will know that I am the Lord.

8 "Behold, the eyes of the Lord God are on the sinful kingdom, 
And I will destroy it from the face of the earth; 
Nevertheless, I will not totally destroy the house of Jacob," 
Declares the Lord.  
9 "For behold, I am commanding, 
And I will shake the house of Israel among all na�ons 
As grain is shaken in a sieve, 
But not a kernel will fall to the ground.  
10 "All the sinners of My people will die by the sword, 
Those who say, 'The calamity will not overtake or confront us.'  
 
The Restora�on of Israel 
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11 "In that day I will raise up the fallen booth of David, 
And wall up its breaches; 
I will also raise up its ruins 
And rebuild it as in the days of old;  
12 That they may possess the remnant of Edom 
And all the na�ons who are called by My name," 
Declares the Lord who does this.

come one who makes desolate, even un�l a complete destruc�on, one that is decreed, is 
poured out on the one who makes desolate."

A�er this I saw four angels standing at the four corners of the earth, holding back the four winds 
of the earth, so that no wind would blow on the earth or on the sea or on any tree. 2 And I saw 
another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, having the seal of the living God; and he 
cried out with a loud voice to the four angels to whom it was granted to harm the earth and the 
sea, 3 saying, "Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees un�l we have sealed the bond-
servants of our God on their foreheads."

4 And I heard the number of those who were sealed, one hundred and forty-four thousand 
sealed from every tribe of the sons of Israel:  
 
5 from the tribe of Judah, twelve thousand were sealed, 
from the tribe of Reuben twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Gad twelve thousand,  
6 from the tribe of Asher twelve thousand, 
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from the tribe of Naphtali twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Manasseh twelve thousand,  
7 from the tribe of Simeon twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Levi twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Issachar twelve thousand,  
8  from the tribe of Zebulun twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Joseph twelve thousand, 
from the tribe of Benjamin, twelve thousand were sealed.

Rev 14:1-5 
1 Then I looked, and behold, the Lamb was standing on Mount Zion, and with Him one hundred 
and forty-four thousand, having His name and the name of His Father writen on their 
foreheads. 2 And I heard a voice from heaven, like the sound of many waters and like the sound 
of loud thunder, and the voice which I heard was like the sound of harpists playing on their 
harps. 3 And they sang a new song before the throne and before the four living creatures and 
the elders; and no one could learn the song except the one hundred and forty-four thousand 
who had been purchased from the earth. 4 These are the ones who have not been defiled with 
women, for they have kept themselves chaste. These are the ones who follow the Lamb 
wherever He goes. These have been purchased from among men as first fruits to God and to the 
Lamb. 5 And no lie was found in their mouth; they are blameless.

Rev 11:3-13 
3 "And I will grant authority to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy for twelve hundred 
and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth." 4 These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands 
that stand before the Lord of the earth. 5 And if anyone wants to harm them, fire flows out of 
their mouth and devours their enemies; so if anyone wants to harm them, he must be killed in 
this way. 6 These have the power to shut up the sky, so that rain will not fall during the days of 
their prophesying; and they have power over the waters to turn them into blood, and to strike 
the earth with every plague, as o�en as they desire.  
 
7 When they have finished their tes�mony, the beast that comes up out of the abyss will make 
war with them, and overcome them and kill them. 8 And their dead bodies will lie in the street 
of the great city which mys�cally is called Sodom and Egypt, where also their Lord was crucified. 
9 Those from the peoples and tribes and tongues and na�ons will look at their dead bodies for 
three and a half days, and will not permit their dead bodies to be laid in a tomb. 10 And those 
who dwell on the earth will rejoice over them and celebrate; and they will send gi�s to one 
another, because these two prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.  
 
11 But a�er the three and a half days, the breath of life from God came into them, and they 
stood on their feet; and great fear fell upon those who were watching them. 12 And they heard 
a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here." Then they went up into heaven in 
the cloud, and their enemies watched them. 13 And in that hour there was a great earthquake, 
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and a tenth of the city fell; seven thousand people were killed in the earthquake, and the rest 
were terrified and gave glory to the God of heaven.

Rev 12:13-17 
And when the dragon saw that he was thrown down to the earth, he persecuted the woman 
who gave birth to the male child.  14 But the two wings of the great eagle were given to the 
woman, so that she could fly into the wilderness to her place, where she was nourished for a 
�me and �mes and half a �me, from the presence of the serpent. 15 And the serpent poured 
water like a river out of his mouth a�er the woman, so that he might cause her to be swept 
away with the flood. 16 But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and 
drank up the river which the dragon poured out of his mouth. 17 So the dragon was enraged 
with the woman, and went off to make war with the rest of her children, who keep the 
commandments of God and hold to the tes�mony of Jesus.

Rev 20:4-5 
4 Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to them. And I saw the 
souls of those who had been beheaded because of their tes�mony of Jesus and because of the 
word of God, and those who had not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received 
the mark on their forehead and on their hand; and they came to life and reigned with Christ for 
a thousand years.
