17 Then to Adam He said, "Because you have listened to the voice of your wife, and have eaten 
from the tree about which I commanded you, saying, 'You shall not eat from it'; 
 
Cursed is the ground because of you; 
In toil you will eat of it 
All the days of your life.  
18 "Both thorns and thistles it shall grow for you; 
And you will eat the plants of the field;  
19 By the sweat of your face 
You will eat bread, 
Till you return to the ground, 
Because from it you were taken; 
For you are dust, 
And to dust you shall return."

8 A highway will be there, a roadway, 
And it will be called the Highway of Holiness.

Gen 17:1-6 
Now when Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, 
 
"I am God Almighty; 
Walk before Me, and be blameless.  
 
2 "I will establish My covenant between Me and you, 
And I will mul�ply you exceedingly."  
 
3 Abram fell on his face, and God talked with him, saying,  
 
4 "As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, 
And you will be the father of a mul�tude of na�ons.  
5 "No longer shall your name be called Abram, 
But your name shall be Abraham; 
For I have made you the father of a mul�tude of na�ons.  
 
6 "I will make you exceedingly frui�ul, and I will make na�ons of you, and kings will come forth 
from you.

Gen 22:15-18 
 
15 Then the angel of the Lord called to Abraham a second �me from heaven, 16 and said, "By 
Myself I have sworn, declares the Lord, because you have done this thing and have not withheld 
your son, your only son, 17 indeed I will greatly bless you, and I will greatly mul�ply your seed 
as the stars of the heavens and as the sand which is on the seashore; and your seed shall 
possess the gate of their enemies. 18 "In your seed all the na�ons of the earth shall be blessed, 
because you have obeyed My voice."

Rom 4:16-21 
16 For this reason it is by faith, in order that it may be in accordance with grace, so that the 
promise will be guaranteed to all the descendants, not only to those who are of the Law, but 
also to those who are of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17 (as it is writen, "A 
FATHER OF MANY NATIONS HAVE I MADE YOU") in the presence of Him whom he believed, even 
God, who gives life to the dead and calls into being that which does not exist. 18 In hope against 
hope he believed, so that he might become a father of many na�ons according to that which 
had been spoken, "SO SHALL YOUR DESCENDANTS BE." 19 Without becoming weak in faith he 
contemplated his own body, now as good as dead since he was about a hundred years old, and 
the deadness of Sarah's womb; 20 yet, with respect to the promise of God, he did not waver in 
unbelief but grew strong in faith, giving glory to God, 21 and being fully assured that what God 
had promised, He was able also to perform.  
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Heb 11:8-19 
 
8 By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed by going out to a place which he was to receive 
for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he was going. 9 By faith he lived as an 
alien in the land of promise, as in a foreign land, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, fellow 
heirs of the same promise; 10 for he was looking for the city which has founda�ons, whose 
architect and builder is God. 11 By faith even Sarah herself received ability to conceive, even 
beyond the proper �me of life, since she considered Him faithful who had promised. 12 
Therefore there was born even of one man, and him as good as dead at that, as many 
descendants AS THE STARS OF HEAVEN IN NUMBER, AND INNUMERABLE AS THE SAND WHICH 
IS BY THE SEASHORE.  
 
13 All these died in faith, without receiving the promises, but having seen them and having 
welcomed them from a distance, and having confessed that they were strangers and exiles on 
the earth. 14 For those who say such things make it clear that they are seeking a country of 
their own. 15 And indeed if they had been thinking of that country from which they went out, 
they would have had opportunity to return. 16 But as it is, they desire a beter country, that is, a 
heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God; for He has prepared a city 
for them.  
 
17 By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up Isaac, and he who had received the 
promises was offering up his only begoten son;  18 it was he to whom it was said, "IN ISAAC 
YOUR DESCENDANTS SHALL BE CALLED." 19 He considered that God is able to raise people even 
from the dead, from which he also received him back as a type.

Gen 2:7-10 
 7 Then the Lord God formed man of dust from the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life; and man became a living being. 8 The Lord God planted a garden toward the east, 
in Eden; and there He placed the man whom He had formed. 9 Out of the ground the Lord God 
caused to grow every tree that is pleasing to the sight and good for food; the tree of life also in 
the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.  
 
10 Now a river flowed out of Eden to water the garden; and from there it divided and became 
four rivers.

Isa 35:1-2 
1 The wilderness and the desert will be glad, 
And the Arabah will rejoice and blossom; 
Like the crocus  
2 It will blossom profusely 
And rejoice with rejoicing and shout of joy.

They will see the glory of the Lord, 
The majesty of our God.

Isa 65:17-25 
 "For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth; 
And the former things will not be remembered or come to mind.  
18 "But be glad and rejoice forever in what I create; 
For behold, I create Jerusalem for rejoicing 
And her people for gladness.  
19 "I will also rejoice in Jerusalem and be glad in My people; 
And there will no longer be heard in her 
The voice of weeping and the sound of crying.  
20 "No longer will there be in it an infant who lives but a few days, 
Or an old man who does not live out his days; 
For the youth will die at the age of one hundred 
And the one who does not reach the age of one hundred 
Will be thought accursed.  
21 "They will build houses and inhabit them; 
They will also plant vineyards and eat their fruit.  
22 "They will not build and another inhabit, 
They will not plant and another eat; 
For as the life�me of a tree, so will be the days of My people, 
And My chosen ones will wear out the work of their hands.  
23 "They will not labor in vain, 
Or bear children for calamity; 
For they are the offspring of those blessed by the Lord, 
And their descendants with them.  
 
24 "It will also come to pass that before they call, I will answer; and while they are s�ll speaking, 
I will hear. 25 "The wolf and the lamb will graze together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox; 
and dust will be the serpent's food. They will do no evil or harm in all My holy mountain," says 
the Lord.

25 "Of old You founded the earth, 
And the heavens are the work of Your hands.  
26 "Even they will perish, but You endure; 
And all of them will wear out like a garment; 
Like clothing You will change them and they will be changed.

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28 "The children of Your servants will con�nue, 
And their descendants will be established before You."

35 "Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will not pass away.

Heb 1:6-12 
 
6 And when He again brings the firstborn into the world, He says, 
"AND LET ALL THE ANGELS OF GOD WORSHIP HIM."  
7 And of the angels He says, 
"WHO MAKES HIS ANGELS WINDS,AND HIS MINISTERS A FLAME OF FIRE."  
8 But of the Son He says, 
"YOUR THRONE, O GOD, IS FOREVER AND EVER,AND THE RIGHTEOUS SCEPTER IS THE SCEPTER 
OF HIS KINGDOM. 9 "YOU HAVE LOVED RIGHTEOUSNESS AND HATED LAWLESSNESS;THEREFORE 
GOD, YOUR GOD, HAS ANOINTED YOUWITH THE OIL OF GLADNESS ABOVE YOUR 
COMPANIONS."  
10 And, 
"YOU, LORD, IN THE BEGINNING LAID THE FOUNDATION OF THE EARTH,AND THE HEAVENS ARE 
THE WORKS OF YOUR HANDS; 11 THEY WILL PERISH, BUT YOU REMAIN;AND THEY ALL WILL 
BECOME OLD LIKE A GARMENT, 12 AND LIKE A MANTLE YOU WILL ROLL THEM UP;LIKE A 
GARMENT THEY WILL ALSO BE CHANGED.BUT YOU ARE THE SAME,AND YOUR YEARS WILL NOT 
COME TO AN END."

2 Peter 3:10-13 
 
10 But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar 
and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be 
burned up.  
 
11 Since all these things are to be destroyed in this way, what sort of people ought you to be in 
holy conduct and godliness, 12 looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because 
of which the heavens will be destroyed by burning, and the elements will melt with intense 
heat! 13 But according to His promise we are looking for new heavens and a new earth, in 
which righteousness dwells.

Ps 37 
 
37 Do not fret because of evildoers, 
Be not envious toward wrongdoers.  
2 For they will wither quickly like the grass 
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And fade like the green herb.  
3 Trust in the Lord and do good; 
Dwell in the land and cul�vate faithfulness.  
4 Delight yourself in the Lord; 
And He will give you the desires of your heart. 
 5 Commit your way to the Lord, 
Trust also in Him, and He will do it.  
6 He will bring forth your righteousness as the light 
And your judgment as the noonday.  
7 Rest in the Lord and wait pa�ently for Him; 
Do not fret because of him who prospers in his way, 
Because of the man who carries out wicked schemes.  
8 Cease from anger and forsake wrath; 
Do not fret; it leads only to evildoing.  
9 For evildoers will be cut off, 
But those who wait for the Lord, they will inherit the land.  
10 Yet a litle while and the wicked man will be no more; 
And you will look carefully for his place and he will not be there.  
11 But the humble will inherit the land 
And will delight themselves in abundant prosperity.  
12 The wicked plots against the righteous 
And gnashes at him with his teeth.  
13 The Lord laughs at him, 
For He sees his day is coming.  
14 The wicked have drawn the sword and bent their bow 
To cast down the afflicted and the needy, 
To slay those who are upright in conduct.  
15 Their sword will enter their own heart, 
And their bows will be broken.  
16 Beter is the litle of the righteous 
Than the abundance of many wicked.  
17 For the arms of the wicked will be broken, 
But the Lord sustains the righteous.  
18 The Lord knows the days of the blameless, 
And their inheritance will be forever.  
19 They will not be ashamed in the �me of evil, 
And in the days of famine they will have abundance.  
20 But the wicked will perish; 
And the enemies of the Lord will be like the glory of the pastures, 
They vanish — like smoke they vanish away.  
21 The wicked borrows and does not pay back, 
But the righteous is gracious and gives.  
22 For those blessed by Him will inherit the land, 
But those cursed by Him will be cut off.  
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23 The steps of a man are established by the Lord, 
And He delights in his way.  
24 When he falls, he will not be hurled headlong, 
Because the Lord is the One who holds his hand.  
25 I have been young and now I am old, 
Yet I have not seen the righteous forsaken 
Or his descendants begging bread.  
26 All day long he is gracious and lends, 
And his descendants are a blessing.  
27 Depart from evil and do good, 
So you will abide forever.  
28 For the Lord loves jus�ce 
And does not forsake His godly ones; 
They are preserved forever, 
But the descendants of the wicked will be cut off.  
29 The righteous will inherit the land 
And dwell in it forever.  
30 The mouth of the righteous uters wisdom, 
And his tongue speaks jus�ce.  
31 The law of his God is in his heart; 
His steps do not slip.  
32 The wicked spies upon the righteous 
And seeks to kill him.  
33 The Lord will not leave him in his hand 
Or let him be condemned when he is judged.  
34 Wait for the Lord and keep His way, 
And He will exalt you to inherit the land; 
When the wicked are cut off, you will see it.  
35 I have seen a wicked, violent man 
Spreading himself like a luxuriant tree in its na�ve soil.  
36 Then he passed away, and lo, he was no more; 
I sought for him, but he could not be found.  
37 Mark the blameless man, and behold the upright; 
For the man of peace will have a posterity.  
38 But transgressors will be altogether destroyed; 
The posterity of the wicked will be cut off.  
39 But the salva�on of the righteous is from the Lord; 
He is their strength in �me of trouble.  
40 The Lord helps them and delivers them; 
He delivers them from the wicked and saves them, 
Because they take refuge in Him.
