   Abraham was thrilled to have a son!  God kept building 

up Abraham’s faith in Him; each time Abraham failed, God 

came through for him. God kept teaching Abraham more 

and more about who He is.  Then God tested his faith big 

time!  (Genesis 22:1b-2)  “Abraham!”  And he said, “here I 

am.”

He said, “Do not 

stretch out your hand against the lad, and do nothing to 

him; for now I know that you fear [respect] God, since you 

have not withheld your son, your only son, from Me.”  God 

provided a ram in the bushes for Abraham to sacrifice in 

place of his son.
